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Empirical Study on Self- business Behavior of Return Rural Labor in 1990s

Abstract: Based on an empirical study on self business behavior of 193 return rural labors, this paper ex
plores the general rule from rural youth out migration to return migration for self-business. Considering motiva-
tion, resources and capital, the paper illustrates the inherent relationship between rural youth out-migration
and return migration for self business, explores the mechanisms of return rural migrants for sel business, and
proposes that local governments in less developed areas should encourage and support experienced rural out-mi
grants to come back for self business, therefore to strengthen local economic base.
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
