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Migrant Children in China: Review and Appraisal
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( Department of Sociology, Peking University, Beijing 100872, China)

Abstract: There are abundant literatures on the social problems of migrant children which have
been paid much attention. Using content analysis method, this paper reviewed the relevant
literatures since 1970’s, focusing on the education, social assimilation and health giving of migrant
children. At the end of this paper, it discussed some methodological problems in the research on this
field, such as the research topics, the relationship between the transition of research subjects and
the depth of research questions, the utilization of research methods, and survey data and survey
methods. This review could help us to understand the development process and present status on this
field, and provide clues for the further research.
