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Abstract: Studying the theory of gross national happiness index, the paper proposed that the gross
national happiness index should be included in the government performance evaluation. It designed
the specific way to include the index into the government performance evaluation based on the
experiences and practices of Jiangyin city and actual situation in China. These approaches are
mainly taking the law of assessment, the participants of assessments etc. into account. We proposed
to legislate the progress of gross national happiness index being included into the government
performance evaluation system, diversify the participants of assessments, build a scientific
government performance evaluation system and make the happiness index 'speciﬁc.
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
