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Abstract: Family planning policy produced hundreds of millions of one-child families in the past 30
years in China. Huge parents of one-child will gradually stride in the aged ranks. Dilemma and risk
of endowment are approaching the first generation one-child and their parents and families, which
will make China usher one-child endowment era, and then, one-child empty nest families will face
more and more problems, especially for those one-child missing families. Based on the existing

research on the above problems, the paper makes comments and further discussion about the related

problems.
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
