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The Issue of Rural Labors’ Employment is the Key of Rural Economy Development
—A summary of Domestic Studies on Rural Labors Empolyment

Abstract: The answer of agricultural issue does not lie in the agriculture itself. So is the mral issue. The
development of agriculture depends on the shifting of surplus mral labors (SRL).This viewpoint is the
mainstream among the scholars.
